	Lakeside School’s Water System Has Levels of Arsenic

Above the Drinking Water Standard


Recent testing of the water produced by the Lakeside School water system has shown that it exceeds the drinking water standard for Arsenic. Although this is not an emergency, as our students, staff and parents, you have a right to know what you should do, what happened, and what we are doing to correct this situation. 

We routinely monitor the school’s water supply for the presence of drinking water contaminants.  The average level of arsenic in samples collected from January 2009 to December 2009 was 0.016 milligrams-per-liter (mg/L) (equivalent to 0.016 parts-per-million) in Well 02.  This is above the standard, or maximum contaminant level (MCL), set by the State of California Department of Public Health of 0.010 mg/L.  This standard is based upon the running average of the most recent quarterly arsenic monitoring.

What should I do?
· You do not need to use an alternative water supply (e.g., bottled water).  
· This is not an emergency.  If it had been, you would have been notified immediately. However, some people who drink water containing arsenic in excess of the MCL over many years may experience skin damage or circulatory system problems, and may have an increased risk of getting cancer.

· If you have other health issues concerning the consumption of this water, you may wish to consult your doctor.

What happened? What is being done?

We are working with the City of Bakersfield to evaluate connecting the school to its  water system, as well as researching other options to correct the problem. These options may include treating the water to remove arsenic or drilling a new well.
